The very first
thing that the nominees go through is a “Face-to-Face”
board. The board members are CMSgts from through-
out the command. Each nominee spends about 15
minutes before the board members answering ques-
tions on AF Customs & Courtesies, Current Events,
and AF History. Each member is also graded on
compliance to dress and appearance and military bear-
ing during the session. Prior to attending the event,
each board member reviews a package on each nomi-
nee. The primary document in the package is an Air
Force Form 1206 which gives 30 lines of information
that explains what the nominee has accomplished
throughout the calendar year prior. The next couple of
days are comprised of professional development and
briefings on updates throughout AFMC and the
AF. The event culminates with a banquet on Thursday
evening in the National Museum of the Air Force. At
this banquet, the AFMC Commander, along with
the guest speaker, Command Chief, and the Wright
Memorial Chapter AFA President, presents trophies
to the annual Airman, NCO, SNCO, and First
Sergeant of the year.
